Good morning, today we are learning a new digraph. We will be
continuing our fact file focusing on our Country England. In maths
we will be doing some subtraction. Finally there is an English craft
Tuesday 9th Feb 2021 challenge for you. Happy home learning.

Challenge 1 is a phonics challenge. Today we are learning a new digraph. This is the first
of our split digraphs. Here is the ie sound as we know it in tie and pie. But today we are
going to split these letters apart. They are still in the words together, just spread around
another sound. Watch the video clip that demonstrates how to say this sound. Now see if
you can spot the split i_e digraph in the attached words: bike, slide, time. Then watch the
attached video clip that demonstrates how to blend the sound in words that feature this

split digraph.

Practise blending words featuring the split i_e digraph by playing Buried Treasure on
PhonicsPlay. Select Phase 5 and i_e (Login details:username:jan21 and password.:
home). Next have a go at reading the real and nonsense words for i_e on the attached
sheet. Colour in the real words one colour and the nonsense words in another colour.

Now, see if you can read these sentences: Will you invite me inside? Can a
slide shine all the time? Is it time to get my nice prize yet?

For C-Ihallenge 2, we are learning to name, identify and locate some special features of
England. Have a look at today’s PowerPoint about the country we live in. As you listen to

and/or read this pause at various places to discuss with a family member what you have
read/heard.

In maths today we are going to continue our learning about subtracting a
one digit number from a teens number. We are learning to use the Make 10 strategy to
solve subtraction equations. Today you will need a pencil, paper and some objects to help

So our star words today are Subtraction, Partition and Make 10. To solve a maths

equation such as 12 - 7 = we are going to to
use the Make 10 strategy to help us because B e 12-7= S

it is quick and accurate to do. The first thing @ @

we need to do is make 10. I know that 0 ﬁl 7 12-2=10
12 - 2 =10 because 12 has got 2 ones and 2 @Eg AN ~
has got 2 ones. So I just need to take those \ ‘ 5] 10-5=5
away then I'm left with 10. So I've made 10 il EJ Slg

but how do I get that 2? I get it from the

number 7 that I have partitioned into the bond 2 + 5 = 7. I know that _
12-2=10. Then I take 10 and subtract the remaining part which is 5,
10-5=5 Therefore 12-7=5. Can you see that I have rechecked my
answer too by crossing 7 cubes out. You could try partitioning the 7
using your small objects.

Now have a go at Miss Charlton’s independent task, this is exactly the same as what we
have practised today. Pause the video at this point, have a go at completing the
independent task then join Miss Charlton for the answers. Perhaps you would now like to
complete Miss Charlton’s quiz too.

Well done with your maths, we have been exploring partitioning and how to use the
Make 10 strategy to help us subtract a 1 digit number from a teens number. First we
have to make 10, then we need to partition the ones (to steal them to take over into the
10s). Then we subtracted those.

Challenge 4 today is to make a red rose. As we have discovered, a red rose is the national
flower of England. Did you know that it can also represent love and is often associated
with Valentine’s day? Valentine’s day is this weekend. Perhaps you could surprise a family
member with this rose on Valentine’s day, as a token of your love to them. You can draw,
paint or construct this rose however you choose, using whatever materials you have
available for example you could use paper, playdough, pastry, Lego, beads, buttons, fabric
or anything else that you think will be suitable.
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
